Please do not include them in your  
workshop registration check.  Dormitory charges must be paid by check payable to 
“OSU” or by using MasterCard or VISA. All dormitory fees are payable only at room 
check in.

WORKSHOP HOUSING OPTIONS 

 
Dormitory Housing 
 

 If you have checked dormitory housing on your registration deposit form a 
reservation has been made in your name. You may check into the dorm any time on 
Sunday, July 6 before or after the first conference session at 5:00 p.m. Sunday 
evening dinner is not included in your lodging and meal plan. Dinner may be 
purchased at the dormitory that evening for about $9.25 prior to 7:00 p.m. There are 
also many restaurants within walking distance of the dormitory and Weigel Hall. 
  
To receive your dormitory room assignment, check-in at Royer Activities Center on 
North Campus at the Conference Services 24-hour desk. See the attached university 
map for location.  Rates are as follows: 
 
$156 double occupancy per person without meals 
$312 single occupancy without meals      (Meals include breakfast Monday 7/7 
$263 double per person with meals          through breakfast Saturday 7/12 except 
$419 single occupancy with meals           for Monday lunch & Friday evening dinner)  
 
Dorm fees are due at check in at the dorm and may be paid in cash, check to  
OSU, school invoice to OSU, or by MasterCard or VISA. Checks should NOT be 
made out to Stanton!s Sheet Music Company for housing. 
 

 If you have not already checked housing on your deposit registration form and wish to 
reserve a room at this time, please complete the form on page 9 and return it 
immediately.  Please note that if you register to stay in the dorms later than two 
weeks before the conference begins the OSU housing office will assess you an 
additional 10% per night late fee for processing your housing request. You will be 
expected to pay the fee when you check in at the dorm your first day. 
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 Standard dormitory bedding, towels, and full house keeping are provided as a part of 
the dorm fee. (You may prefer to bring personal towels and bedding items). You will 
need an alarm clock. While rooms are air-conditioned, please understand these are 
standard dormitory rooms, not hotel rooms. Any needs or requests regarding your 

  dormitory room should be made directly to the dormitory staff early in the week.  
 
You may stay in the dorm on Saturday evenings July 5 or 12 if you are flying in for the 
workshop and want to stay over Saturday night to save money on airfare.  Please notify 
the conference secretary, at (614) 292-6571 if you are planning to do so in order for a 
reservation to be made for you. Once you arrive, simply go to Royer Activities Center 
and check-in. That evening!s lodging is $25.00 per person in a double room, $50.00 in a 
single.  If you do not let the conference secretary know prior to your arrival, simply go to 
the dorm and request a room.   
 
Hotel Lodging  
  
There are a limited number of rooms reserved and available at the Holiday Inn on the 
Lane. The price is $99 per night per room for up to four people. You must ask for the 
OSU String Teacher Workshop rate. You may register at this rate until Sunday, June 15, 
2008. Reservations may be made by calling 1-614-294-4848. The hotel provides 
complementary airport transportation. Call upon your arrival to request transportation. 
The hotel is within a 15-20 minute walk to the conference. There is limited hotel shuttle 
service to the conference but airport shuttle service is given first priority. Please check 
at the hotel desk for availability. 
 

 
PARKING 

 
 When you check in to the dormitories, you may purchase a permit allowing you to park 

at the dormitory for approximately $5.00 per day. The conference dormitory is located 
within a five to ten minute walk to Weigel and Hughes Halls where the workshop takes 
place. 
 

 If you are not staying in an OSU dormitory, parking permits may be purchased at the 
conference dormitory for use in “C” parking lots on campus.  “C” lots are located within a 
15 to 20 minute walk from the conference site.  Low cost street parking is also available 
east of High street, within a 10 to 15 minute walk to Weigel Hall.  Parking is also 
available in the Arps parking garage and the Ohio Union parking garage for a daily fee.  
These garages are within an easy five-minute walk to the workshop site. 
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AIRPORT SHUTTLE TRANSPORTATION 

 
Several shuttle companies are available from the airport to OSU.  Follow signs from the 
baggage carousel to the “Taxi and Shuttle” doors. Prices are approximately $25 one 
way.  Request transportation to Royer Activities Center on the OSU campus.  
  
 

WORKSHOP DINNER! 

 
Join us for fun and professional fellowship at our very special workshop dinner on Friday 
evening at Old Bag of Nails in Downtown Westerville.  We will discuss this during the 
early part of the workshop.  The cost of the dinner, including gratuity, specialty buffet, 
dessert assortment, entertainment, tax, and tip will be approximately $22.00. Dinner 
payment must be made by cash or check only to the administrative staff by 
Wednesday afternoon of the workshop. Transportation to and from dinner will be 
arranged.  Wonderful food, with laughs and door prizes too! 
 
 

GRADUATE CREDIT 

 
The official university course title is “String Workshop in Music”.  The course number 
is Music 754 (Call number for the course will be posted on the workshop website 
after May 1). Official university course description is: Concentrated study in an area 
of music; content of workshop depends on selected emphasis. 

 
In order to receive university graduate credit for the workshop you must: 
 

1). Bring a photocopy of your diploma or transcript of your highest degree (Bachelor!s  
 degree minimum) with you to the conference to submit at credit registration. 

 
2). Be certain to stop by the credit registration table after completing your  
     workshop registration to register for credit. 

 
3). To earn graduate credit for the workshop you must: 

 
• attend all workshop sessions 
• write a two-page paper describing how new ideas learned at the workshop 

can be applied to your current teaching position  
• participate in one of the workshop laboratories (string teaching, conducting, 

music  rehearsal, coaching chamber music or simple steps to music reading) 
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You must return the attached lab application no later than June 30 (see page 8) if  
you elect to enroll in one of the labs to earn credit. All laboratory participants  
must bring a Mini DVD-R or DVD-RW disc for the labs so you may review your skills.  
Be sure your name is on your DVD. 
 
Grades and Transcript Information 
 
Official/final grades are not available until after the designated term or quarter of 
enrollment has ended. The OSU String Teacher Workshop is a second summer term 
course. Therefore grades and transcript information will not be available in the 
registrar!s office until September 1. You will not receive an official transcript until the 
middle of September. 
 
Ohio State University does not mail grades to students. Grades are sent to activated 
OSU student e-mail accounts and can be viewed online through the Registrar!s web site 
at www.ureg.ohio-state.edu. Assistance for gaining web access and student e-mail 
account activation is available by contacting the Office of Information Technology online 
at www.oit.ohio-state.edu or the Help Desk at 614 688-HELP(4357). Web access and 
student e-mail activation is not available for new students until course 
registration has been processed and/or the beginning of the designated quarter 
of enrollment.

Please carefully read the following information about the workshop laboratories 
if you want to consider enrolling in one of them. 
 

  
WORKSHOP LABORATORIES 

 
String Teaching: Two sessions to develop skills to effectively teach elementary/middle 
school/junior high school students! playing technique and principles for delivering 
information appropriately to young students.  Sample teaching strategies will include 
rote techniques for developing students! playing skills in the heterogeneous string class. 
 

  Music Rehearsal:   Two sessions to develop skills to effectively rehearse middle 
school/junior high/senior high orchestral music.  Emphasis of the laboratories will be to 
develop multiple music rehearsal skills for the refinement of intonation, rhythm, 
articulation, tempo, and sound production for orchestral performances.  Participants are 
asked to bring two contrasting pieces for string orchestra of moderate difficulty to 
rehearse.  Please bring a Set C of parts (88555) of the pieces you would like to  
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rehearse, and bring them to registration on July 6 so that they may be placed in the 
music folders for use later in the week.  For logistical reasons, please do not use your 
“My Favorite Orchestra Music Piece” as one of your rehearsal selections.  Be sure that 
your music is marked with either your name or your school so that you can easily get 
your music back at the end of the conference. 
 
Conducting:  Four conducting sessions offered as a part of the workshop with 
exercises to overcome common problems in conducting public school orchestras. Skills 
addressed will include preparatory gestures, staccato and legato styles, formats, cueing, 
cutoffs, use of the left hand, and changes in tempos, meters, and styles. All workshop 
participants are invited to participate in the first three conducting sessions. Please bring 
a baton if you use one on a regular basis as part of your conducting. The last two 
conducting sessions will be limited to six participants who elect to participate on a first 
come, first serve basis. Those choosing to do so should bring two scores (at lease one 
must be an original part) and a set C of parts of one or two pieces they would like to use 
for working on their own conducting. 
 
Coaching Chamber Music: Three sessions designed to develop skills to effectively 
select, coach, and prepare for performance, chamber music ensembles. Fun, creative, 
productive techniques and principles for delivering information appropriately to students 
of all ages will be offered. Sample teaching strategies will include improvisation for 
communication, problem solving techniques for developing ensemble skills, and 
coaching techniques for approaching repertoire for study and for performance. Bring 
your instrument and your enthusiasm for making music! 
 
Electric Strings Lab: Two sessions devoted to everything amplified for stringed 
instruments. Whether you have your own electric instrument and want more info about 
using electrics in the classroom and in your curriculum or you're an electric novice, Daryl 
Silberman will lead hands on lecture demonstration chock full of handy information. 
Topics to be covered include electric instrument and equipment basics, genre 
performance practice, and integration into the curriculum. Some instruments and 
equipment will be provided but bring your own if you would like. 
  
Classroom Management: Three sessions designed to develop classroom 
management skills for orchestra rehearsals at the middle and high school levels.  Labs 
will focus on classroom routines, pacing, and tricks for keeping the entire ensemble 
engaged during rehearsals.  Participants are asked to bring one piece appropriate for 
middle or high school string orchestra.  Please bring a set of C parts marked with either 
your name or your school name.   
 
 All laboratory participants (except chamber music and electric) must bring a 
Mini DVD-R or DVD-RW disc for the labs so you may review your skills.  Be sure 
your name is on your DVD. 
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SECONDARY INSTRUMENT CLASSES 

 
 The primary purpose of the secondary classes is to develop and refine playing skills on 

string instruments other than your principal performing string instrument, if you have 
one.  Teaching strategies may be introduced by the secondary class teachers but the 
purpose of the classes is to develop your playing skills. 
 
There are two levels of secondary teaching classes: 
 
    Level 1 - Beginning: Designed for those who have minimal skills or no skills at 
    all on the instrument.  Sessions will include playing and teaching strategies  
     for the beginner, including bow hand shape, instrument position, detache 
     stroke, left hand shape, and first position playing. 
 
    Level 2 - Intermediate: Designed for those with middle school/junior high school 
    skills.  Topics such as teaching and refining the detache stroke, refining  
    staccato, beginning spiccato, shifting, and the introduction of vibrato will be  
    included. 
 
There is one level of secondary playing class: 
 

These sessions are designed to reinforce previous and newly learned playing 
skills on secondary instruments.  Repertoire will be provided.  Sessions will be 
comprised of playing repertoire, not teaching repertoire. 

 
Feel free to change classes from one day to the next, though most people find  
they learn best by staying in the same classes for the week. 
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MY FAVORITE ORCHESTRA PIECE READING SESSIONS 

 
 Three sessions at the workshop will be devoted to reading your favorite school 

orchestra literature. 
 
All workshop participants are asked to bring one string orchestra piece (score 
and a standard Set C:  8-8-5-5-5) that is one of your favorites for teaching.  Please bring 
additional parts if you have any.  You will have an opportunity to briefly describe 
reasons for your selection and to conduct about three minutes of the piece because we 
want to read as many different pieces as possible. Please be prepared to share a 30 
second description of your piece i.e. positions, level of difficulty, special techniques  
needed, etc. Prior to your conducting please select your three-minute passage. Please 
bring the parts to your piece to turn in at workshop registration on Sunday July 6.  You 
will be responsible for conducting your piece. Be sure you music is labeled with your 
name or school name. 
 
 
 

INSTRUMENT(S) 

 
 You may bring your own instrument(s) or you may use those that belong to OSU.  The 

university instruments may be checked out on Monday morning (July 7).  You are 
responsible for returning any OSU instruments and accessories on Friday, July 11, 
between 5:15 and 6:00 p.m.
